He explained how the combination of AI and 5G would 

eventually be the next big technology for countries to pursue, as the combination would prove 

to be one of the most powerful things in the future. Following this Dr. Karandikar explained 

how 5G twould be used in Iot and how this technology would completely automate most 

industrial processes. As telecommunication is his domain of expertise, Dr. Karandikar 

explained why the telecom sector is highly standards driven by some global bodies like IEEE 

, ITU and 3GPP and their individual contributions in this sector and also the contributions of 

ISDSI in the advancement of the telecom sector in India  

He then expressed his concern about the lack of innovation in Indian telecom sector , its 

potential reasons like lack of Indian product companies and IR's and patents, comparing it with 

the advancements in the telecom sector in countries like Korea, Japan, China and USA in the 

past few years, and how the asian countries are leaving behind Europe and USA in terms of 

contribution to 5G. His focus then shifted towards how India can advance quickly in the 

telecom sector, and how the vision of óMake in India ' could increase participation in 

standardization in global forums, thereby taking our ideas and IPR's into consideration.  

In this context he also mentioned the contribution of various IITs, IISc along with various other 

institutes to enhance the 5G capabilities of the country by boosting product design and 

manufacturing, encouraging telecom startups and increasing participation in global forums and 

how technologies like LMLC can become a solution for rural broadband requirements. In the 

end, Dr. Karandikar explained the policies present in the country and a few which the 

government could implement for the development of 5G in India. He concluded his speech 

thanking the organisers of the conference for providing him a platform for expressing his 

thoughts and views on technological advancements.  

Opening Remark by Prof. B. N. Chaudhari ( Principal SPIT, Mumbai) : 

 

On behalf of S.P.I.T., Dr. Balachandra Chaudhary, the college's principal, welcomed everyone 

to the conference. He thanked all of the conference's participants and organisers, praising the 

conveners in particular for all of their efforts over the past few weeks.The principal then went 

over the details of the conference, explaining the scale of the conference with the various 
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international participants. He then mentioned how the tutorials conducted on the previous day 

helped participants gain insights into the current technologies being used in the industry. He 

then expressed gratitude to the different delegations and sponsors who contributed financially 

to the conference and went about explaining how the conference began back in 2012. Being 

online for the first time, it was a difficult task to pull off the conference, and hence he 

acknowledged the efforts put in by the student organisers as well as the faculty and also 

mentioned how in the future, conferences might be conducted online using augmented reality.

Research generates, in some way , a 

better solution to the problem. According to Dr. Mukul, research is a careful or meticulous 

search and an in-depth studious investigation or examination;especially, through 

experimentation aimed at the discovery and interpretation of facts,revision of accepted 

theories/laws in the light of new facts. 

Dr. R.K. Shevgaonkar, Professor Emeritus, EE, IITB: 

 

Dr. Raghunath Shevgaonkar, a valedictory speaker and a professor emeritus of IIT Bombay 

further gave insights about the direction of technology, how the technology has changed in the 

last 100 years and how he sees technology ahead in the future. He talks about the most 

disruptive technology of the past that is Communication and Information technology. He 

believes that communication and information technology helped in interconnecting different 

parts of the world. Communication and information technology helped people go global but it 

also caused hurdles in society. He believes that there is a need for sustainable technology for 

the future because the model proposed by developed nations is a non sustainable one. He 

believes that evolution of technology should go hand in hand with the values of society like 

respect,prosperity etc. He concludes with giving the example of digital education and how it 

has its pros and cons just like any other emerging technologies.
